Clos du Marquis 1995

As I have indicated numerous times in this journal, the
second wine of Las Cases, Clos du Marquis, is one of the
finest second wines being made in Bordeaux. Over
recent years, it has become a wine of classified growth
quality. The 1996 may turn out to be even better than
the outstanding 1995. Both are exceptional wines, with
the 1996 slightly thicker and more viscous, with more
noticeable new oak, as well as more massive body, and a
blockbuster finish. In contrast, the 1995 is the quintes-
sentially elegant style of Las Cases, with copious quan-
tities of sweet fruit, outstanding depth, ripeness, and
overall equilibrium, but no sense of heaviness. Like so
many of this estate's great wines, everything is in prop-
er proportion, with the acidity, alcohol, and tannin
well-integrated. The 1995 is slightly more up-front and
precocious than the 1996; it can be drunk now as well
as over the next 15 years. (Robert Parker 90)

A modern day version of the 1959 Lafite, the 2003
Lafite Rothschild was bottled in mid-May, 2005 after
achieving 12.9% natural alcohol — hardly an astonish-
ing figure given the vintage’s weather conditions. A
combination of 86% Cabernet Sauvignon, 9% Merlot,
3% Cabernet Franc, and 2% Petit Verdot, it represents
a ripe version of the essence of Lafite-Rothschild.
Dense purple-colored, with classic notes of graphite
intertwined with melted licorice, creme de cassis,
smoke, and flowers, it reveals extraordinary richness,
opulence, power, purity, intensity, and viscosity.
Whether this wine will close down or not is question-
able as it is somewhat atypical given its sweetness and
softness. Analytically, there are extremely high tan-
nins, which 1 suspect will assert themselves in the
future. Production in 2003 was less than half of normal.
